Re: Pew Research Center survey on Turkish public opinion

The next time the Turkish Embassy or one of its lobbyists (Livingston Group, Harbour Group,
Solarz Associates, etc.) tries to block the adoption of the Genocide Resolution (H.Res.193 and
S.Res.164), please consider the following Pew Research Center statistics on Turkish public opinion:

! Thirty-one percent (31%) in Turkey say that suicide attacks against Americans and other
Westerners in Iraq are justifiable.

! Fifty-two percent (52%) in Turkey have unfavorable views of Christians; 49% hold
unfavorable views of Jews;

! Sixty-three percent (63%) in Turkey have either a very unfavorable (45%) or
somewhat unfavorable view (18%) of America.

! Fifty-five percent (55%) in Turkey say that the U.S. is overreacting to terrorism.

! Fifty-six percent (56%) in Turkey oppose America’s war on terrorism.

! Sixty-one percent (61%) in Turkey believe that the true motive of the U.S.-led war
on terrorism is to dominate the world

! Sixty-four percent (64%) in Turkey do not believe that the U.S.-led war on terrorism
is a sincere effort to reduce international terrorism.
